RESOLUTION OF ”HE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RICHMOND

c ‘WHEREAS, the Richmond General Plan Update (the “Update™), adopted
by the Richmond City Council (“Council”) by Resolution No, 164-94 on Aupust
15, 1994, establishas in its Community Facilities Element and itz Land Use
Element the following goals and policies with resp=ct 16 eris and culmre in the
City of Richmond:

CF-K: Provide community facilities for the arts and cultare;

CF-L: Frovide a favorable environment for & flourishing arts
eommunity and promote the fall range of artistic and
cultural activitics;

CF-K.I: Suppont private, non-profit and ather public apencles in
providing community facilities and programs for the arts;

CF-i.2: Preserve and enhence existing cultural and artistic arfifacts
and resources in the City;

CRL2; Include art and cultural components in areas of new
development and redevelopment;
CF-L3: Encourage new development 1o contribute 1o the arts and

culture in Richmond;

CF-M.2: Foster a heightened awareness and appreciation of the
City"s eultural resources and its variety of cultures;

LU-A: Improve the aesthetic and economic value of individual
sites, the adjacent properties, the neighborhoods and the
entire City;

LU-A0: Evaluate project proposals for their contribution 1o
impraving Richmond’s aesthetic and economic values;

LU-A2: Encourage a gencral awareness among developers and the
community that attractive urban design Improves the
aesthetic and economic values
of the entire City;

LU-C.1: Require that new development establish & distinetive
character, as expressed in the external design of buildings,

' WHEREAS, the Update, in addition to the above list of poals and palicies,
specifically establishes a policy of imegrating an arts and cultural component in
public places and facilities ( see Cultural Facilities Element, CF-L.] and Land Use
Element, LU-AG); and
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WHEREAS, the Council by example wishes to encourage private

developers 10 voluntarily implement public an projects in connection with private
dopments with the goal of further enriching Richmond"s cultural
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MOW, THEREFORE, THE RICHMOND CITY COUNCIL DOES
RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

1. Definitions
Far purposes of this Resolution, the following definitions apfﬂy:

A. “City Cppital ITmprovements Projects” includes any capital
improvement project with a budget or anticipated costs of $300,000 or more,
including any acquisition, leasing, rental, constroction or remodeling of any
building, structure, park, utility, street, sidewalk or parking facility, or any other
type of capital project or any portion thereof within the peopraphical limits of the
City, paid for whally or in part by the City or by any board, commission, agency
or department of the City (Including witheut limitation the Richmond
Redevelopment Agency, the Richmond Homsing Authority, the Port of Richmond
and the Richmend Surples Property Authority).

B. “Public Art”™ means any Work of Art integrated into the design
of or placed in, on or about the site of the City Capital Improvement Praject in a
place accessible 1o the geneml public.

C. “Whork of Ari™ means the work of a practitioner in the fine aris,
generally recognized by peers as one whe produces professional quality works of
art. :

From the effective date of this Resolution, all budgsts and appropriations
for City Capital Improvement Projects and, where permitted, all City bond
measures for the eonstruction of City Capital Improvement Projects and sll City
applications far City Capital Tmprevement Projects tn outside pranting anthoritics
shall include an allocation equal to One and One-Half Percent (1.5%) of the total
cost of the City Capital Tmprovement Preject for Public Arnt.

3. Method of Calenlation

The amount to be allocated for Publie Ant with respect to each City
Capital Improvement Praject shall be a portion of the total cast of the City Capital
Improvement Project, including a1l construction eosts, architectural and
engineering fees and site work expenses and excluding any budgeted costs of real
property acquisition, demolition and financing, equal to 1.5% of such toral east.
The 1.5% portion of the total cost of a City Capital Improvements Project
allocated to Publie Art may include, without limitation, costs of structural
elements of the project which qualify as Public Art, the cost of acquisition and
installation of Works of Ant on, ahout or near the project site, the cost of the
services of artists involved in the design of the project or in the production of
Waorks of Art relaied to the project and the cost of administrative services
provided by the Richmond Art Coordinator in connection with the Public An
component of the Project.

Il any applicable law or the source of funding (such as, for
example, FEMA) with respect 1o any particular City Capital Improvements
Project prohibits use for the arts as an object of expenditure of certain funds, such
funds shall be excluded from the total project budget for the purmaoss of
caleulating the expenditure for arts.
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
